1. From a newspaper article or feature story, read about the history of Veterans Day.

Write a brief summary of the article.

2.  Make a list some of ads that mention Veterans Day.  Include the business establishment and the items being advertised.

3.  List community events being held today in commemoration of Veterans Day, especially noting if any will take place on 11/11 at 11:00 p.m. 
4. List events being held in other countries today in commemoration of Veterans Day, especially noting if any will take place on 11/11 at 11:00 p.m. 

5. Count the number of times the phrase Veterans Day is used in today's paper. Include references in political cartoons, puzzles, comics, ads, reader comments, etc.

6. Read the obituaries to locate individuals who served in the armed forces, noting which war or wars they fought in, which branch of service they were in and when and where they served. 

7. Design a comic strip about Veterans Day.

8. Locate names and addresses of veterans in your community and send them a thank you note for their sacrifices and service to our country. 

9. Write a letter to the editor, expressing your gratitude and admiration for the veterans in your community. 

10. Write a short story, song or poem about Veterans Day from your newspaper research. 
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
